Even in strong churches, 60% of the youth leave before 
they reach 25 years of age.  

Crisis is 
not too strong a word to use for the spiritual state of the churches.  The time for 
business as usual is over.

Origins and Basic Assumptions — Origin questions are fundamental to an understanding of 
who we are, where we came from, where we are going, morality, virtue, courage, faith, hope and 
most of all, victory.  A very recent creation by a supreme intelligence is the origin theory with the 
strongest scienti�c support, based on what is actually observed, on the origin of life, humanity, the 
physical world and the universe.

A. Basic Preliminary Assumptions

nature not only implies a designer but demands a supreme technology far beyond the mind 
or imagination of man.  

Assumption 5.  The Earth is young.  Observation and good theory show the Earth and physical 
universe are young, measured in thousands, not millions or billions of years. 

Assumption 6.  Evolution violates natural law while it purports to be naturalistic.  The Theory of 
Evolution contradicts itself.  The Origin of biological life and order in the physical universe are 
too complex to have come about by random selection or processes that have come to be 
known as evolution.  Evolution violates almost all known natural principals.

C. Basic Theological Assumptions
Assumption 7. God exists.
Assumption 8. The Bible is an accurate record of events and can be trusted as a source for legal, 

historical, scienti�c and spiritual information.
